Continuing the Protest! 

 

As of today December 28th, there are three days left of 2019. At least according to manôs 

calendar. One day after Hanukkah this year in 2019, the world will be ringing in what it calls its 

ñNew Yearò. And before we go any farther, Iôd like to explain to those of our brothers and 

sisters who donôt already knowé that manôs new year does not coincide with Yahôs new year. 

 

Our Father in heavens calendar does not have a new year that starts on January the 1st. 

According to our Father in Heaven, his new year begins 14 days before the Passover which 

begins according to Scripture in the month of ñAbibò which means ñwhen the barley is ripeò 

which generally falls between March and April. Letôs turn to our God breathed Scriptures so 

that we can know and understand what it is that our Father in Heaven says about his new year 

versus what man says concerning the beginning of his new year. Exodus 12:1-11 E1 

 

Exo 12:1   The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt,   

Exo 12:2  ñThis month shall be for you the beginning of months. It shall be the first 
month of the year for you .  

Exo 12:3  Tell all the congregation of Israel that on the tenth day of this month every 
man shall take a lamb according to their fathers' houses, a lamb for a household.   

Exo 12:4  And if the household is too small for a lamb, then he and his nearest 
neighbor shall  take according to the number of persons; according to what each can 
eat you shall make your count for the lamb.   

Exo 12:5  Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male a year old. You may take it fr om 
the sheep or from the goats,  

Exo 12:6  and you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of this month , when the whole 
assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill their lambs at twilight .  

Exo 12:7  ñThen they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and 
the lintel of the houses in which they eat it.   

Exo 12:8  They shall eat the flesh that night, roasted on the fire; with unleavened 
bread and bitter herbs they shall eat it.   

Exo 12:9  Do not eat any of it raw or boiled in water, but roasted, its head with its legs 
and its inner parts.   

Exo 12:10  And you shall let none of it remain until the morning; anything that 
remains until the morning you shall burn.   
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Exo 12:11  In this manner you shall eat it: with your belt fastened, your s andals on 
your feet, and your staff in your hand. And you s hall eat it in haste. It is the LORD's 
Passover.  

 

Even the beginning of the year has been changed by the god of this world. And just to remind 

us of who the God of this world is, Iôd like us to turn to second Corinthians 4:3-4 (scrn 1) 

 

 
 

It is the god of this world who has veiled the gospel message from those who are perishing. 

As we have taught many times over, there are many gods that can be found within the confines 

of the 66 books of our Bibles. But the god of this world is a title that only the serpent himself 

can truly hold. He is indeed the Prince of the air. The serpent, the Dragon, HaSatan, the devil, or 

whatever title that it is that you may choose to give himéis indeed the one who has blinded the 

minds of the unbelievers. And he has done so even to the point that they donôt even know when 

the new year truly begins according to their creator. 

 

The world is once again all a flutter, and preparing for another false Festival that has nothing 

to do with reality. Iôd like to turn to the words of David this morning, but before I do, Iôd like to 

be sure that we explain exactly who David is according to our God breathed Scripture. Because 

if we donôt know who David is, then were not going to understand why his words are so 

important. To understand who David is, we need to turn to Zachariah 3:8-9 (scrn 2) 
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Yahovah, the one true Elohim of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, the creator of the heavens and 

the earth, the author of life itself, clearly tells Joshua that he is going to bring his ñservant the 

branchò. And I want us to understand exactly what our Father in Heaven is telling Joshua here. 

Yah is telling Joshua that he is going to bring and I quote, ñhis servanté The branchò. The 

English word ñservantò here in Zachariah chapter 3 verse eight is translated from the Hebrew 

word ñeh-bedò, and it does indeed mean ñbondmanò or ñservantò. 

 

And so, I want us to understand that according to Yahovah the one true Elohim of Abraham, 

Isaac, and Jacob, the creator of the heavens and the earth, the author of life itself, he saysé not 

mané but Yah saysé that he is going to bring and I quote, ñhis servanté (eh-bed) the 

branchò. And Yah continues to tell Joshua that on this single stone with seven eyes he will 

engrave its inscription. What is Yah talking about when he talks about this stone with seven 

eyes? This stone will be the cornerstone that the builders rejected. And the seven eyes that this 

cornerstone has tells us that this cornerstone will be able to see Yahôs completeness and 

understand his spoken word. The number seven represents completeness, it is a number that 

represents godliness. Eyes represent seeing, and thereby having knowledge. Yah continues on to 

say that he will engrave its inscription. What does Yah mean when he says that he will engrave 

its inscription? When you engrave something on a plate, or on a stone, you are giving that plate 

or stone a title that it will be known by. And Yah continues on to say that ñhe will remove the 

iniquity of this land in a single dayò. Iniquity is sin. So, what Yahovah is telling us, is that he 

will remove sin from that land in a single day. Who will remove the sin from the land in a single 

day? Yah will remove the sin from the land in a single day by bringing his servant the branch. 

 

The question then becomes, who is his servant the branch? To fully understand who the 

branch is, we need to turn to the book of Jeremiah 33:15-18 (scrn 3) 
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And so now we know who Yahôs servant the branch is in Zachariah chapter 3 verse eight. 

Yahôs servant the branch will spring up from David to be and I quote Yahôsé ñServantò.  

 

And so, now that we know who David is, and why his words are important, Iôd like us to turn 

to the very words of David and listen very closely to what David tells us in Psalms 119ò157-

160 (scrn 4) 

 

 
 

According to David the sum of Yahôs word is truth. And not only is the sum of Yahôs word 

truth, but every one of his righteous rules endures for how long? David says, ñforeverò. Does 

every one of Yahôs righteous rules endure forever? Can we find other witnesses of this claim 

within the confines of our Scripture? How about Matthew 5:18 (scrn 5) 
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How about Matthew 24:35 (scrn 6) 

 

 
 

And so, if David is right, and every one of our Fathers righteous rules endures forever, and if 

our Messiah is right, and not the crossing of a ñtò or the dotting of an ñiò is going to pass from 

his law until Heaven and earth pass away and all things are accomplishedé and neither of those 

things happen until Revelation chapter 21 clear at the back of the booké then how is it that 

man does not know when the new year begins? 

 

How could man be so careless? How could man be so foolish? How could man be so 

feebleminded that he would reject the very word of his creator in order to bow his knee to the 

serpent once again just like he did back in the garden of Eden? 
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And some might proclaim, ñto celebrate the new year on January 1st is not to bow the knee 

to the serpent!ò. But if David is right, and the sum of our Fathers word is truthé and you are 

celebrating something that is the opposite of the truthé the opposite of our Fathers word é 

then whose wordé whoôs truthé whoôs new yearé are you celebrating if not Yahôs? 

 

If your Father in Heaven tells you that his new year begins 14 days before the Passover 

which does not occur until the barley is ripe, on the first of the month of ñAbibòé and you are 

willfully and intentionally rejecting your Fathers truthful wordé then who are you bowing the 

knee to? Who is it that you worshipé truthfully? First John 5:2-3 (scrn 7) 

 

 
 

Every one of Yahôs righteous rules endures foreveré saysé Davidé who Yahôs servanté 

ñthe branch of Davidòé saysé will not change until Heaven and earth pass away and all 

things are accomplished. Which once again, does not happen until Revelation chapter 21 at the 

end of the age. So according to David sometime between March and April, when the barley is 

ripe, and a new moon is hanging dark in the sky, the new year will beginé and not before. 

 

Still think New Yearôs is January 1st? And if you do still think that New Yearôs falls on 

January 1sté then you know nothing of the love of Yah. Not says Ié but says Yah, and David, 

and Yeshua, and John. Oh, and letôs not forget James. James 4:4 (scrn 8)
