Jesus Man God or Man-God? 

Part 4 

 

Welcome to part four of our series ñJesus Man, God, or Man-God?ò. Itôs hard to believe that 

we are already in part four of this series but whatôs even harder to believe is that there is so 

much more that we need to understand in order to properly identify who our Messiah wasé 

isé and always will be. 

 

Over the past several weeks we have unearthed multitudes of Scripture that identify who our 

Messiah actually wasé isé and always will be and there should be no doubt in our minds that 

if we accept what the Scripture has told us thus faré we already know who our Messiah wasé 

isé and always will be. But because of the preprogramming and the hide the peanut under the 

shell philosophy that has been concocted by men and the councils of men and the 

denominational charters of men throughout the dark ages, most modern-day Christians are 

confused, they are perplexed, and often times downright oblivious to who their Messiah 

actually wasé isé and always will be. 

 

It is our objective through this particular series of studies to remove the demonically inspired 

preprogramming and the philosophy driven theologies and dogmas of todayôs denominational 

charters of men and their councils of men and to return to our God breathed Scripture in order 

to understand exactly who our Messiah wasé isé and always will be according to our God 

breathed Scripture. (scrn 1)  
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One of the first things that we spoke about during our very first study in this series was how 

important it is to go straight to the source when trying to find out what the truth is. If you want 

to know what the truth is in any situation, good God-given common-sense dictates that you 

would directly go to the source rather than second or third- or fourth-hand information. 

 

There should be no doubt in our minds that Yahovah our Father in heaven certainly knows 

who he is. There should be no doubt in our minds that Yahovah our Father in heaven certainly 

knows who his only begotten Son is. There should be no doubt in our minds that Yeshua (Jesus 

in the Greek) knew exactly who he was. And there should be no doubt in our minds that Yeshua 

Jesus knew exactly who his Father was. And if we want to know who the Father and the Son 

are, it is absolutely imperative that we go directly to both the Father and the Son to hear what 

they said about themselves. Because I would submit to you that nothing else really matters. 

What some man says is irrelevant. What some rabbi says is irrelevant. What some pastor, priest, 

Bishop, or Pope says is irrelevant. What some Council of men says is irrelevant, and what some 

denominational charter of men says is irrelevant. The only thing that truly matters is what both 

the Father and the Son have said about themselves. Truth emanates from the spoken word of 

Yahovah and nowhere else. This my friends is where truth begins. 

 

When we are searching for the truth, it should be cemented in our minds and in our hearts 

that Yahovahôs spoken word is truth. Manôs wordé is not. It is clearly written and I quote, ñLet 

God be true and every man a liarò. And therefore, we must conclude that the truth can only 

come from the spoken word of Yahovah and the spoken word of Yahovah alone. If man repeats 

the spoken word of Yahovah in its proper context, then, and only then, can man speak the truth. 

Otherwise, what man has to say is once againé irrelevant to those of us who are seeking the 

truth and the truth alone. The truth must match what we find in his spoken word. If it does noté 
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it is not truth. You would think that this simple deduction would be evident to those with any 

good God given common sense, but then again it is written that we must have the eyes to see 

and the ears to hear, and that kind of discernment comes only from our Father in heaven.  

 

Therefore, it should be monumentally important for all of us to understand what our Father in 

heaven said about himself, what our Father in heaven said about his only begotten Son, and 

what our Messiah said about himself, and what our Messiah said about his Father. And when 

you get right down to ité nothing else should matter. Denominational dogmas donôt matter, 

theologies donôt matter, philosophies donôt matter, speculation doesnôt matter, nothing else 

matters except what both the Father and the Son have said about themselves because thisé is 

again where truth originates from. This, and only thisé is the first-hand information that leads 

to the truth. 

 

With that being said, our Father in heaven introduces himself in the beginning of the Bible. 

Our Father in heaven does not introduce himself in the middle of the Bible. Let me repeat that 

for those who might be listening to this broadcast while looking at their cell phones. Our Father 

in heaven introduces himself in the beginning of the Bible and not in the middle of the Bible. 

The introduction to who Yahovah God isé can only be found in the beginning of the Bible. 

And not only does our Father in heaven introduce himself in the beginning of the Bible, he also 

introduces his only begotten Son in the beginning of the Bible. Thereforeé those who have 

only read the back half of their Bible because they have been preprogrammed to only read the 

back half of their Bible have no true concept of who the Father or the Son actually are because 

they have not been properly introduced to the Father and to the Son. 

 

Over the past several weeks weôve talked a lot about what the Elohim of Israel said about 

himself. And one of the most profound things that we hear the Elohim of Israel telling us over, 

and over, and over again is that he is indeed one. There is no other like him. There was no other 

like him before him. There will be no other like him after him. There is onlyé him. The Elohim 

of Israel knows all, sees all, created all, understands all, gives wisdom and grace and knowledge 

to all, he is the original beginning and the end, the Alpha and the Omega, he is the ultimate king 

of kings and Lord of lords, and there is absolutely and unequivocally and I quote, ñno other like 

himò. And the reason that there is no other like him is because he is not a man. It is written that 

God is spirit and not a man, and that God is looking for those to worship him in both spirit and 

in truth.  

 

Letôs take a quick look at what Yahovah told his prophet Isaiah about himself. We can hear 

this by reading Isaiah 43:3-15 Eswrd 1: 

 

Isa 43:3  For I am the LORD your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Savior. I give Egypt 
as your ransom, Cush and Seba in exchange for you.  

Isa 43:4  Because you are precious in my eyes, and honored, and I love you, I give men 
in return for you, peoples in exchange for your life.   

Isa 43:5  Fear not, for I am with you; I will bring your offspring fro m the east, and from 
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the west I will gather you.  

Isa 43:6  I will say to the north, Give up, and to the south, Do not withhold; bring my 
sons from afar and my daughters from the end of the earth,  

Isa 43:7  everyone who is called by my name, whom I created for my glory, whom I 
formed and made.ò  

Isa 43:8  Bring out the people who are blind, yet have eyes, who are deaf, yet have ears!  

Isa 43:9  All the nations gather together, and the peoples assemble. Who among them 
can declare this, and show us the former things? Let them bring their witnesses to 
prove them right, and let them hear and say, It is true.  

Isa 43:10  ñYou are my witnesses,ò declares the LORD, ñand my servant whom I have 
chosen, that you may know and believe me and understand that I am he. Before me no 
god was formed, nor shall there be any after me.  

Isa 43:11  I, I am the  LORD, and besides me there is no savior.  

Isa 43:12  I declared and saved and proclaimed, when there was no strange god among 
you; and you are my witnesses,ò declares the LORD, ñand I am God.  

Isa 43:13  Also henceforth I am he; there is none who can deliver from my hand; I 
work, and who can turn it back?ò  

Isa 43:14  Thus says the LORD, your Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel: ñFor your sake I 
send to Babylon and bring them all down as fugitives, even the Chaldeans, in the ships 
in which they rejoice.   

Isa 43:15  I am the LORD, your Holy One, the Creator of Israel, your King.ò  
 

The first thing that I want us to notice in Isaiah chapter 43 verses three through 14 is that in 

verse three, Yahovah tells us that he is the holy one of Israel our Savior. Letôs stop here for just 

a moment and consider verse three for just a moment. Is what we are reading here in verse three 

telling us that Jesus is God and that God is Jesus? Because some denominational charters of 

men would have us believe that this is an opened and shut caseé but is it? 

 

During the days of Isaiah when Yahovah spoke these words, was Yahovah the holy One of 

Israel? Was Yahovah the Savior of the house of Israel who just brought them out of Egypt? Who 

was it that just lead them out of Egypt? Some might say that it was Moses that led them out of 

Egypt, but I would submit to you that that answer would not be entirely correct. It was the hand 

of Yahovah that led his chosen and set apart people out of Egypt across the sea and through the 

wilderness. It was the hand of Yahovah that fed his chosen set apart people by raining down 

manna. It was the hand of Yahovah that caused water to come from a rock when his chosen set 

apart people were thirsty. And so, I ask you plainly, was Yahovah the holy One of Israel during 

the days of Isaiah? Was Yahovah the Savior of the house of Israel during the days of Isaiah? The 

unequivocal and unarguable answer to that question is yes! 

 

Whose unfolding plan of salvation for mankind was it that brought forth Yeshua Jesus? Did 

Yeshua Jesus bring forth himself, or was Yeshua Jesus brought forth by his Father? Listen 

closely to the red-letter words of our Messiah and what he said about being sent by his Father. 
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John 5:30-31 (scrn 2) 

 

 
 

According to the profession of our Messiah himselfé he does not seek his own will. 

Therefore, if our Messiah does not seek his own will, whose will does he seek? Clearly, our 

Messiah tells us that he seeks the will of the one who sent him. Our Messiah goes on to tell us 

that if he bears witness about himself his testimony is not true! In other wordsé there is a stark 

difference between our Messiah and who he isé and who his Father is. Not says Ié but says 

our very own Messiahé (Firsthand I might add). 

 

Therefore, when we read in Isaiah chapter 43 verse three that Yahovah is our God the holy 

one of Israel and our Savior, according to both the Father and the Son, the Father is indeed the 

holy One of Israel and the Father is indeed our Savior. Why? Because without the Father the 

Son cannot come forth. Without the Father to send his light into the world, the world has no 

light. Without the unfolding plan of salvation for mankind that was devised by the Father 

himselfé there can be no unfolding plan of salvation for mankind. Does this once again mean 

that Yahovah is Jesus and that Jesus is Yahovah? Clearly Yahovah is a different being than 

Yeshua Jesus is. Clearly Yeshua Jesus tells us that he does not seek his own will because his 

own will is not worthy. The will that Yeshua Jesus seeks is the will of the one who sent him. 

Furthermoreé Yeshua Jesus tells us that if he bears witness about himself his testimony is not 

true! There should be no doubt in anyoneôs mind that Yahovah never said that he was Yeshua 

Jesus, and Yeshua Jesus never said that he was his Father. In fact, our Messiah goes through 

great lengths to help us understand that he is not his Father, and yet at the same timeé the spirit 

of his Father can indeed be seen through him. 

 

Let me ask you thisé Did Yeshua Jesus have life in himself, or did the life have to be 
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granted to Yeshua Jesus by his Father according to our God read Scripture? John 5:26-31 (scrn 

3) 

 

 

 
 

Clearly here the apostle John does not tell us that God is Jesus or that Jesus is God. Clearly 

here in the book of John we have the apostle John reciting the very red-letter words of his 

Messiah who tells us very clearly and without stutter that his Father has granted Yeshua Jesus to 

have life in himself. Furthermore, according to the very red-letter words of our Messiah (again 

firsthand information) we have our Messiah telling us that Yahovah his Father gave him 

authority to execute judgment because he had no authority to execute judgment. Why did he 

have no authority to execute judgment?é Because he is the Son of Man. Thereforeé man does 

not have the authority to judge unlessé unlessé. that authority is given to him by his Father 

who is the One true Elohim of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. 

 

Furthermore, our Messiah goes on to tell us in verse 30 that he can do nothing on his own. 

Once again firsthand information from the Son himself who tells us without stutter that he can 

do nothing on his own. And then once again we see that our Messiah does not seek his own will 

but he does seek the will of the one who sent him. Who was the one who sent Yeshua? It was 

the one true God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob who sent Yeshua his prophet likened unto 

Moses, that he raised up from the body of David, to be the seed of Abraham that would crush 

the head of the serpent and be called the only begotten Son of God just as God himself 

promised David in second Samuel chapter 7. 

 

Let me ask you thisé how many times have you been told that the apostle John proclaims 

that Jesus is God and that God is Jesus in John chapter 1? Have you ever been told that? Have 
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you ever heard someone reciting John 1:1 while trying to proclaim that Jesus is God and that 

God is Jesus? But what does John tell us here in the fifth chapter of the book of John? Does 

John not recite the very red-letter words and the proclamation and the confession of our 

Messiah who clearly tells us that he is a distinct and separate being who has his own will that is 

distinctly separate from his Fatherôs will? Is John not telling us here in John chapter 5 that our 

Messiah clearly tells us that he is a man who is called the Son of Man, who can do nothing on 

his own, who does not seek his own will? And if this is so, and if what our Messiah is telling us 

here according to John is true and correcté how then can John turn around and tell us that God 

is Jesus and Jesus is Godé when the whole time the rest of the book of John continues to 

proclaim Yeshua Hamashiach as the Son of God and not God himself? 

 

I think that we can all agree that the spirit of God was in his only begotten Son Yeshua 

Hamashiach. A man cannot raise the dead by himself just as our Messiah has already told usé 

he can do nothing of his own accord. The only way that a man can raise the dead is by having 

the spirit of Yahovah within him. Can a man tell a paraplegic to stand up and pick up his mat 

and go home and cause it to happen? Not without the spirit of Yahovah dwelling deeply within 

him. Did Yahovah the Elohim of Israel show himself through his only begotten Son Yeshua 

Hamashiach? I hope that we are all shouting ñyes he did!ò. But this does not make Yeshua Jesus 

God his Father.  

 

When we get into the 14th chapter of the book of John and Philip says to our Messiah, ñLord 

show us the father and it is enough for usò, and Yeshua responds with and I quote, ñwhoever 

has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, show us the Father?ò, was Yeshua Jesus 

changing his mind and now calling himself God the Father? God forbid! Yeshua Jesus was 

simply proclaiming what each and every one of us should be able to proclaim! I as a follower of 

my Messiah should also be able to say, ñif you have seen meé you have seen my fatherò. Every 

Christian who is a true God-fearing, Messiah following, cross bearing Christian should be able 

to say and I quote, ñif you have seen me, you have seen my fatherò.  

 

We as God-fearing, Messiah following, cross bearing Christians are to follow our Messiah 

and to do as he did, and to walk as he walked. What did our Messiah do? Our Messiah became 

the word of God made flesh. Thereforeé you and I are also to follow in the footsteps of our 

Messiah and become the word of God made flesh. How does the word of God become flesh? 

The word of God becomes flesh when you live the word of God. The word of God becomes 

flesh when you breathe the word of God, when you exemplify the word of God, when you 

become the very essence of the word of God. The word of God becomes flesh when God 

himself writes his law in your heart and in your mind just as he prophesied that he would do in 

the Old Testament in Jeremiah chapter 31 and again in the New Testament in Hebrews chapter 

10. We are commanded by our Messiah to be perfect even as our heavenly Father is perfect. 

Matthew 5:48 (scrn 4) 
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This my friends is how you become the spoken word of God. Let me ask you thisé would 

your Messiah command you to do something that was impossible for you to do knowing that he 

would have to judge you for breaking his commandment? Let me ask that question againé 

would your Messiah command you to do something that was impossible for you to doé 

knowing full well that he would have to judge you for not doing it? 

 

If we are indeed to walk in the same way in which he walked, and if indeed keeping his 

commandment is not a new commandment but an old commandment that we have heard from 

the beginning from the spoken word of his Father, then it should be obvious to us that 

everything that our Messiah was, we should also be. Everything that he became, we should also 

become. Just as our Messiah was the Son of God, so too do we become the sons of God. Just as 

our Messiah became the spoken word of God made flesh, we also should become the spoken 

word of God who have the spoken word of God written in our hearts and in our minds. And if 

the spoken word of God is written in our hearts and in our minds, how then could we not 

become the spoken word of God made flesh? First John 2:3-8 (scrn 5) 
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And so, according to the apostle John, whoever keeps our Messiahôs wordé in him the love 

of God is perfected, which is exactly what we see again in first John chapter 5 verse three where 

John tells us that the biblical definition of the love of Godé is that we keep his commandments 

and his commandments are not burdensome. The apostle John continues to tell us in verse six 

that whoever says that he abides in him ought to walk in the same way in which he walked. 

Therefore, if our Messiah had become the word of God made flesh then so should we become 

the word of God made flesh. What do we think happens when we are raised up from the watery 

grave of baptism and are born again a new creature? And John continues to tell us that this is 

not a new commandment but an old commandment that weôve already heard from the very 

beginning which goes hand-in-hand with what is written in the Scripture that tells us that our 

Father in heaven always proclaims the end from the beginning which leads us right back to 

Isaiah chapter 46 verse 10. Moving farwardé lets return to Isaiah 43 verse three (scrn 6) 
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Knowing and understanding what both the apostle John and our Messiah said about our 

Messiah, it should be clear to us that Isaiah chapter 43 verse three does not make Jesus God and 

God Jesus. Isaiah chapter 43 verse three simply helps us to understand that the spirit of Yahovah 

the Elohim of Israel was in his only begotten Son just like the spirit of Yahovah the Elohim of 

Israel resides in us. We together along with our Messiah are all one in the Father according to 

the first-hand information of our Messiah. Listen closely to what the apostle John once again 

tells us that our Messiah said about all of us being one in the Father and the Father being one in 

us, we can find that in John 17:14-26 Eswrd 2 

 

Joh 17:14   I have given them your word, and the world has hated them because they 
are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.   

Joh 17:15  I do not ask that you take them out of the world , but that you keep them 
from the evil one.  

Joh 17:16  They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.   

Joh 17:17  Sanctify them in the truth;  your word is truth .  

Joh 17:18  As you sent me into the world, so I have sent them into the world .  

Joh 17:19  And for their sake I consecrate myself, that they also may be sanctified in 
truth.   

Joh 17:20  ñI do not ask for these only, but also for those who will believe in me through 
their word,   

Joh 17:21  that they may all be one, just as you, Father, are in me, and I in you, that they 
also may be in us, so that the world may believe that you have sent me.  

Joh 17:22  The glory that you have given me I have given to them, that they may be one 
even as we are one,  
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Joh 17:23  I in them and you in me , that they may become perfectly one, so that the 
world may know that you sent me and loved them even as you loved me.  

Joh 17:24  Father, I desire that they also, whom you have given me, may be with me 
where I am, to see my glory that you have given me because you loved me before the 
foundation of the world .  

Joh 17:25  O righteous Father, even though the world does not know you, I know you, 
and these know that you have sent me.  

Joh 17:26  I made known to them your name, and I will continue to make it known, 
that the love with which  you have loved me may be in them, and I in them .ò  

 

Clearly the apostle John is not telling us that Jesus is God or that God is Jesus in any of his 

writings. The apostle John is clearly telling us that just as the Holy Spirit, the Ruach Hackodesh 

of Yahovah was in his Soné so too is his Holy Spirit his Ruach Hackodesh in all of his sons 

and daughters. You see, itôs not about the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit aloneé it is 

about the Father and the Son and his Holy Spirit dwelling within all of us that make all of us 

and I quoteé ñoneò with him and in him. The very same spoken word that resided in our 

Messiah that caused our Messiah to become the spoken word of Yahovah resides in us all ifé 

ifé we truly have faith in the only begotten Son that our Father in heaven sent to fulfill his 

unfolding plan of salvation, and if we accept the fact that he was.. isé and always will be our 

Passover lamb, our ransom, our human sacrifice for transgressing his spoken word, and the only 

begotten Son of God that God himself promised David that he would be.  

 

But I also want us to understand why it was that our Messiah said that his Father had loved 

him before the foundation of the world. Did Yahovah love Yeshua Jesus before the foundation 

of the world? There should be no question that he did. In fact, once again, there should be no 

question in our minds that our Father in heaven loved us all before the foundation of the world. 

(scrn 7) 
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And again, we are told that he not only loved us before the foundation of the world but that 

he chose us before the foundation of the world in the book of Ephesians 1:3-6 (scrn 8) 

 

 
 

Once again, we see that there is no difference between the human man Yeshua Hamashiach 

and you and I as human beings. Our Messiah is no more preexistent than we are, not says Ié 

but says our God breathed Scripture. 

 

I want us to once again listen closely to the promise that Yahovah the Elohim of Israel made
