Revelation 16b 

Who Will Be Here? 

 

Last week during our study of Revelation chapter 15, we spoke about a lot of very interesting 

things that can be found in Revelation chapter 15. We talked about the song of Moses, and the 

song of the Lamb, we spoke about the righteous acts of our Father in heaven being revealed 

through his only begotten Son and through what our Father in heaven is going to soon do upon 

the earth which all has to do with his unfolding plan of salvation for mankind. 

 

We spoke about the sanctuary and the temple in heaven being opened. We talked about the 

seven Angels who were angelic priests who were serving in the heavenly temple who were 

dressed in pure bright linen with Golden sashes around their chests. And we spoke about the 

seven Golden bowls full of the wrath of God that was given to these seven angelic priests who 

came out of the temple from before the Most High Elohim of Israel. And we also spoke about 

why the sanctuary was filled with smoke from the glory of Yah and from his power and why it 

was that no one could enter the sanctuary until the seven plagues of the seven Angels were 

finished. 

 

If you missed last week’s study, I would strongly urge you to go back and take a look at what 

we have already gleaned from Revelation chapter 15 because Revelation chapter 16 is once 

again a continuance of Revelation chapter 15, and we need to understand both chapters in order 

to understand the vision that John is seeing here in these two chapters of the book of Revelation. 

 

As we moved into Revelation chapter 16 last week, John heard a loud voice from the temple 

telling the seven Angels to go pour out on the earth the seven bowls of the wrath of God. And 

once again, we know that this loud voice coming from the temple was indeed Yahovah himself, 

because we were just told in Revelation chapter 15 verse eight, that no one could enter the 

sanctuary because it was filled with the smoke from the glory of Yahovah, and that no one could 

enter that temple until the seven plagues of the seven Angels were finished. And so, Yahovah 

himself would have been the only one that would have been in the temple to command the 

Angels to pour out those seven bowls of his wrath upon the earth. 

 

We also spoke about the sanctuary and the holy of holies, and who the Angels were, and why 

they were dressed in bright linen with Golden sashes around their chests, and so today, as we 

continue our study into the 16th chapter of the book of Revelation, we will be once again 

continuing this same vision that John is telling us about. 
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In today’s teaching I like to share with you a concept that is almost immediately rejected by 

most of today’s professing Christian population. This concept is often one that makes people 

angry, but I would submit to you that this concept needs to not only be spoken about, but it also 

needs to be taught properly no matter the consequence. 

 

This concept that I am speaking about is the biblical fact that when we hear about “Godôs 

wrath” in the Scripture, it is not always talking about those who completely reject Yahovah or 

his only begotten Son Yeshua (also known as Jesus in the Greek). I want you to hear what I am 

about to tell you, and I want you to understand that what I’m about to tell you is indeed the 

scriptural truth. “Godôs wrath” is also going to be poured out upon both Jew and Gentile 

believers. Let me say that again, “Godôs wrath” is going to be poured out upon both Jew and 

Gentile believers. Not says I, but says our God breathed Scripture. I want to put a few different 

Scriptures in your hearing this morning to serve as witnesses to what I’m telling you. Let’s start 

with Ezekiel chapter 14 verses 21 through 23 (scrn 1) 

 

 
 

Notice here, Ezekiel chapter 14 verse 22, Yah tells us very clearly that his disastrous acts of 

judgment are going to come upon the house of Israel. Stop and think about that for a moment. Is 

the house of Israel not Yah’s chosen people? Yes, they are. Does the house of Israel not believe 

in Yahovah the God of Israel? Yes they do, but Yah says that they are going to endure his 

disastrous acts of judgment, sword, famine, wild beasts, and pestilence. But… Yah also says 

and I quote, “behold some survivors will be left in it, sons and daughters who will be brought 

out”. I want us to also turn to Jeremiah chapter 10 verse 25 (scrn 2) 
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Notice here in the book of Jeremiah, that Yah’s wrath will be poured out on the nations that do 

not know him… “and”… “and”… the people that call not on his name. In other words, Yah’s 

wrath is going to be poured out not only on the nations who have openly rejected him, but his 

wrath is also going to be poured out on those who do know him, but do not call on his name. 

Let’s also turn to Zephaniah chapter 3 versus one through nine: E1 

 
Zep 3:1  Woe to her who is rebellious and defiled,  the oppressing city!   

Zep 3:2  She listens to no voice;  she accepts no correction. She does not trust in the 
LORD; she does not draw near to her God.  

Zep 3:3  Her officials within her are roaring lions ; her judges are evening wolves that 
leave nothing till the morning.   

Zep 3:4   Her prophets are fickle, treacherous men ; her priests profane what is holy; 
they do violence to the law.  

Zep 3:5  The LORD within her is righteous; he does no injustice; every morning he 
shows forth his justice; each dawn he does not fail; but the unjust knows no shame.   

Zep 3:6  ñI have cut off nations; their battlements are in ruins; I have laid waste their 
streets so that no one walks in them; their cities have been made desolate, without a 
man, without an inhabitant.   

Zep 3:7  I said, óSurely you will fear me; you will accept correction . Then your 
dwelling would not be cut off according to all that I have appointed against you. ô But 
all the more they were eager to make all their deeds corrupt.   

Zep 3:8  ñTherefore wait for me,ò declares the LORD, ñfor the day when I rise up to 
seize the prey. For my decision is to gather nations, to assemble kingdoms, to pour out 
upon them my indignation, all my burning anger; for in the fire of my jealousy all the 
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earth shall be consumed.  

Zep 3:9  ñFor at that time I will change the speech of the peoples to a pure speech, that 
all of them may call upon the name of the LORD and serve him with one accord .  

 

Notice here in Zephaniah chapter 3 verse 10 warning is given to those who are rebellious. What 

does it mean to be rebellious? We are rebellious when we profane what is holy. Let me ask you 

this my friends… is our Father in heaven’s seventh day Sabbath holy? You bet it is. Exodus 

chapter 31 verse 15 tells us and I quote, “the seventh day is a Sabbath of solemn rest holy to 

Yahovah”. Therefore, if we are profaning his sabbaths (which are holy) we are then 

automatically put by Yah into the “rebellious” category. 

 

Notice in Zephaniah chapter 3 verse two, that it is written and I quote, “She listens to no voice, 

she accepts no correction, she does not trust in Yahovah, she does not draw near to Yahovah”. 

How many modern-day professing Christians are there that you know of this very day who 

reject the holy, the sanctified, the chosen, the set apart seventh day Sabbath of the one true God 

of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob because they will not listen to his voice, and they will not accept 

correction from his people. They do not trust Yahovah, nor do they want to draw near to 

Yahovah, all they want to do is to listen to their favorite pastor, priest, Bishop, or Pope for 45 

minutes on the wrong day of the week, calling “it”… the Sabbath of Yah, when Yah never 

command anyone to keep holy the first day of the week anywhere in the 66 books of his 

Scripture. And this my friends, is just one small brick in the wall. This is just one thing that they 

are doing that rejects the holy commandment of Yah and causes him to put them into the 

“rebellious” category. 

 

Are both Jew and Gentile believers going to suffer through the wrath of Yah? You bet they are, 

because even though they say that they believe in the Messiah… they are lawless because they 

have chosen to listen to the wisdom of men rather than the wisdom of Yahovah. Jeremiah 

chapter 17 verse five (scrn 3) 
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Micah chapter 7 versus five and 6: (scrn 4) 

 

 
 

Psalms 118 versus eight and nine (scrn 5) 
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We could go on and on, but I think you get the picture. Let there be no mistake about it my 

friends, those who keep regurgitating the words, “I believe, I believe, I believe” and do not 

“do”… the will of our Father in heaven, are not going to be saved from the wrath of Yahovah. 

 

As we move farther into the book of Revelation, John will hear another voice coming from 

heaven saying something very profound, something very eye-opening. Revelation chapter 18 

versus four and five: (scrn 6) 
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Just like in the book of Zephaniah, in the end times, there will be people who will profess that 

they believe in the Messiah, but the Messiah will profess that he does not even know them. 

Matthew chapter 7 versus 21 through 23 (scrn 7) 

 

 
 

My friends, if you think that all you have to do is run around like a parrot, mimicking the 

words, “I believe, I believe, I believe” and you think that your ticket through the Gates of 

heaven has already been punched because of what some wolf in sheep’s clothing standing 

behind a pulpit has told you… you’d better think again. Proverbs chapter 28 verse nine (scrn 

8) 
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Our Messiah tells us in Matthew chapter 7, that not everyone who calls on him is going to enter 

the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who does the will of his Father who is in heaven. If 

you are obeying the Son, then you are obeying the Father, because the Son did not come to 

teach and preach not his own word… but the word of his Father… the Torah… the law, the 

mish-pawt (mishpat) of Yah. John chapter 12 verses 49 and 50: (scrn 9) 
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Most modern-day professing Christians will teach and preach that whoever believes in the Son 

has eternal life, but they rarely read the rest of that Scripture found in John chapter 3 verse 36: 

(scrn 10) 

 

 
 

And so, our there going to be believers in the Messiah who are going to suffer the wrath of 

God? Not says I, but says your own God breathed Scripture. 

 

I want us to think for just a minute about who these workers of lawlessness are that our Messiah 

says that he doesn’t even know? What law do we suppose our Messiah is referring to when he 

calls these people “lawless”? Is he talking about Roman law? Is he talking about the law of 

Judaism? Is he talking about the oral law and the Jewish created halikah? Is he talking about 

American law, British law, Ethiopian law? Or is he talking about Yah’s law? The law of Moses, 

that was given to Moses by Yah to give to us? Is he talking about the law that our Messiah tells 

us in Matthew chapter 5 verse 18 that not a crossing of a “t”, or the dotting of an “I” would pass 

from until heaven and earth pass away, and all things are accomplished? When our Messiah 

turns those people away for being lawless, he will turn them away for being “Torah-less”. (scrn 

11) 
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Moving forward in Revelation chapter 16, we are once again going to see a very similar pattern 

emerge in the carrying out of the bowl judgments that we saw earlier in chapter 8 concerning 

the trumpet judgments. As we saw with the trumpet judgments, each blow of the trumpet 

signaled the judgment upon a particular segment of the earth (the land, the sea, the rivers, and 

the sky). 

 

In Revelation chapter 16 verse two, we see that the first Angel poured out his bowl upon the 

earth and harmful and painful sores came upon the people who bore the Mark of the beast and 

worshiped its image. If we think about this for just a moment, we shouldn’t be surprised about 

this particular plague because this has always been a punishment for those who are rebellious 

against Yah. Leprosy was used by our Father in heaven in the times of Moses to mark a person 

that was rebellious. In order to better understand this concept, you can turn to Numbers chapter 

12 and read about Miriam, Moses sister who Yah punished for speaking out against Moses by 

giving her leprosy for seven days. This was also one of the plagues against Egypt. 

 

For those of you who have not been studying with us over the past several weeks, you may not 

understand what this Mark of the beast and its image is, but I assure you that this Mark is not 

simply a physical Mark. Once again, each one of us will receive a Mark according to the book 

of Revelation. Some of us will be marked with the Mark of Yahovah, and some of us will be 

marked with the Mark of his adversary. And I would submit to you my friends, that many of us 

have already taken the mark, and this is exactly why he tells us in Revelation chapter 18 to 

come out of her lest we take part in her sins, lest we share in her plagues. The “mark”, is the 

“she”, and the “she” is the papacy of Rome and her daughter protestant churches who have 

thought to change the times and the laws of the one true Elohim of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. 

And this fits perfectly with what we read in Revelation chapter 14 verses 11 through 13 (scrn 
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12) 

 

 
 

Both covenant breakers, and rebellious believers will suffer just as the pagans do for accepting 

the Mark of the beast which is once again the false Babylonian religion of the papacy. This 

particular time of the reign of the antichrist will be the most horrible time that the earth has ever 

seen in all of history. What we modern-day Christians must understand is that our Father in 

heaven is not going to accept as an excuse, a parent making the choice to take the Mark of the 

beast in the name of providing for their children, and then saying, “but I only did it as an act of 

love”. Matthew chapter 10 verses 37 through 39 (scrn 13)

Our Messiah has taken every opportunity to tell us that if we reject his name in the face of men, 

and in the face of persecution, he will reject us in the presence of his Father in heaven. 

Matthew chapter 10 verses 32 and 33 (scrn 14) 

 

 
 

If we reject our Messiah in the face of persecution, he will reject us as unworthy of salvation, 

and we will suffer the same destiny as those who had never believed. And so, what we are 

seeing here in the Scripture is that the idea of verbally claiming allegiance to Yah… but then 

openly rebuking him before men, and ignoring Yah’s commandments is exactly what our 
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Messiah is calling the lawlessness in Matthew chapter 7 verse 23. Our Messiah warns us over, 

and over, and over again that suffering, and even death may be the price that we are called to 

pay in allegiance to him, just as he paid the price of suffering and death for us, this is why we 

are told to pick up our crosses, and to follow him. John chapter 15 verse 13 (scrn 15) 

 

 
 

What today’s modern-day Christian needs to understand, (especially here in United States), is 

that although we may seem immune to the suffering and the murdering of Christians that is 

going on in Africa and in the Middle East, North Korea, and in other places around the world, 

according to the book of Revelation which encompasses most of the Old Testament, the 

oppression and suffering of those who believe in our Messiah will become the law of the 

antichrist and the world’s population will join in along with that man-made law. The Roman 

papacy will indeed see to it that you obey her, and if you do not, and if you worship on the true 

Sabbath, and you are keeping the true commandments of the one true God of Abraham, Isaac, 

and Jacob, and if you fail to bow down and kiss the Golden pagan ring of the man who will 

proclaim himself to be “God on earth”, you will be treated worse than what the Jews were 

treated during the Holocaust when 6 million Jews were put in death camps. 

 

Let there be no mistake about it my friends, what we are reading here in the book of Revelation, 

(which corresponds to everything that has ever been prophesied, or spoken in the Old 

Testament)… is indeed going to come to fruition. It is going to happen. And I cannot stress 

strongly enough, that today’s modern-day facade, and smokescreen that we believe is 

“Christianity”, is indeed the very mark of the beast spoken of here in the book of Revelation, 

and many of us have already received that mark in one form or another. It is up to us, to study to 

show ourselves approved so that we do not continue to accept this mark and to believe that this 

man-made mark is from our Father in heaven. It is not. This man-made religion brought forth 
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through the paganry of Catholicism is 160° away from what he commanded us to do, and not 

do. 

 

Our Father’s Sabbath is on the seventh day of the week, not on the first day of the week. Our 

Messiah died on Passover day, not on Good Friday that’s why he is called our Passover Lamb. 

Our Messiah was raised up on first fruits, not on some Easter pagan morning. That’s why he is 

said to be the first fruits. We are commanded not to pray to the dead, we are told that the dead 

know nothing, no man has the ability to make any day, or anything holy other than our Father in 

heaven and his only begotten Son. Lent, Easter, and Christ mass, and indulgences, and praying 

to the dead, and kissing the feet of statues, and skull worship, and trans-substation, and the 

worship of Mary the mother of our Messiah, and calling her the Queen of heaven is pagan… not 

Christian. It is Catholicism, it is not, and I quote not, Christianity. And her protestant daughter 

churches are being called out in the 18th chapter of the book of Revelation to come out of her 

before it’s too late, and before they have to take part in her sins and her plagues because her sins 

are heaped as high as heaven and Yah has remembered her iniquities. 

 

If you have been with us through our study into the book of Revelation up to this point, then 

you already know that everything that I have just said is redundant. Because we have already 

made these proclamations throughout our study into the book of Revelation because it is what 

the book of Revelation proclaims through both prophecy and the history of mankind. 

 

I know that this can be a rather large and difficult pill to swallow for today’s modern-day 

Christian who believes that they are once saved always saved, and that do as thou wilt is now 

the whole law but, we as modern-day Christians need to wake up, and we need to wake up 

sooner than later. Time is running short, and the sand is now leaving the hourglass even as we 

speak. He is indeed standing at the door knocking. The question is… will you answer? That my 

friends is a question that each and every one of us need to make individually. No one can make 

that decision for us. 

 

And with that being said we will pick up in Revelation chapter 16 where we left off next 

Saturday at 11 AM Eastern standard time on our fathers seventh day Sabbath. 

 

Until that point in time, I would simply ask everyone within the sound of my voice here today 

to please take what you have heard here today to your own prayer closet. Bow your head, and 

bend your knee, and face the holy promise land of Jerusalem, and ask in the name of Yeshua 

Hamashiach if what you have heard here today be true, or not. 

 

Ask, seek, and knock and the door will be opened to you. And if you will do that, and if you 

will stay the course to the end, and if you will study to show yourself approved rightly dividing 

the very God breathed Scriptures that we all hold in our hands… you and I will surely walk 

through the Gates of his soon coming kingdom together.
