Revelation Chapter 6b 

 

Last week as we looked at the first part of Revelation chapter 6, we made note of four different 

colored horses that were called forth by four living creatures that stood before the throne of our 

Father in heaven. These four different colored horses called forth by the four living creatures 

that stood before the throne of our Father in heaven were given authority to allow things to 

happen on earth that would surely get the attention of mankind. 

 

The first horse was the white horse, and we are told that its rider had a bow, and a crown was 

given to him, and that he came out conquering and to conquer. 

 

We spoke about the different perceptions that certain people have concerning this white horse. 

Some believe that this white horse is the Messiah because the horse is white and because this 

conqueror has a crown. But as we mentioned last week, this does not fit the pattern of these four 

horses as a whole. E1 

 

Once again, I want us to notice in Revelation chapter 6 verse one through eight that these four 

horsemen were given authority to do what they did. They were given authority to allow these 

things to happen. And much of what these four horsemen do as a team… I would submit to you 

is directly connected to what the rider of the white horse does as he goes out to conquer the 

earth.  

 

This white horse Rider I would submit to you is not our Messiah. But rather, I would submit to 

you that this white horse rider is indeed a symbol and reference to the anti-Messiah, also known 

as the “antichrist”, who loves to dress himself as angel of light, and who we are told would 

indeed conquer over even Yah’s people for a time, times, and half a time in both Daniel chapter 

7, and in Revelation chapter 13. (scrn 1) 
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And once again we can clearly see the dominion that this white horse rider has over Yah’s 

people in Revelation chapter 13. (scrn 2) 

 

 
 

Once again, our adversary will be allowed to conquer over Yah’s people for 3 and a half years. 

This is… the white horse rider who comes out conquering and to “conquer”. The question is not 

“who is the white horse rider?”. The question is, “are you and your children, and your children’s 

children ready?”.  
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This imposter, this Wolf in sheep’s clothing, this fraud of the Messiah is who will come upon 

the earth in order to set out up all of the things that the other three horsemen have been given 

authority to do. 

 

When the second seal was broken, a red horse came on the scene and its rider was permitted to 

take peace from the earth so that people would slay one another and was given a great sword. 

This my friends is a depiction of war. 

 

When the third seal was opened, a black horse comes on the scene, and its rider had a pair of 

scales in his hand, and a voice came from the midst of the four living creatures that stood before 

the throne of our Father… and it said and I quote, “a quart of wheat for a denarius, and 3 

quarts of barley for a denarius, and do not harm the oil and wine.ò This black horse was clearly 

symbolic of poverty, and the power of the rich over the poor. The oil and the wine represent the 

rich. The wheat and barley represent food and sustenance that mankind needs in order to 

survive. The denarius represents money. And so, when we put these things together, it should be 

clear to us that the black horse has been given the authority to cause famine upon the earth for 

the average person. But… the oil and the wine was not to be destroyed. Why? Because only the 

rich and the wealthy would have control over the oil and wine. And what do you suppose is 

going to happen when the rich who are in control of the oil and the wine are ruling over the 

average person who can’t even afford to purchase the wheat and the barley that he needs to feed 

his family? 

 

I would submit to you that this leads to more division, and more war, and more famine, which 

indeed leads to more plague. Which leads us to the fourth seal and the pale horse. 

 

The pale horse which is actually better represented as a “green” horse according to the original 

Greek wording… represents death and Hades (also originally known as “Sheol” in Hebrew). 

Why do we have a green horse? Because as the anti-Messiah conquers over the earth, he will 

cause there to be an even greater division than the earth has ever seen before. The people of the 

earth will be forced to choose a side. Mankind will be forced to choose to bow the knee to either 

the creature… or to his creator. There will be no more middle ground, and once again for those 

who try to stand on any middle ground that is left… they will be considered “luke-warm” and 

will be spewed out of our Father’s mouth.  

 

And those who do not bow the knee to the creature and the little “g” god of this world will be 

forced into a tribulation that the world has never seen before, and will never see again. 

 

There will be great wars and people will continue to slay one another. There will be great 

economic crashes and food will become scarce and expensive when it can be found at all, and 

famine will come upon the earth like never before in history. And because people will rise up in 

war against each other, there will be plague, and because of starvation and the war, and different 

kinds of plagues, certainly death and Hades will indeed follow. 
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What we must remember is that all of these four horsemen all represent things that are 

symbolical. They are symbology’s of things that are going to happen. And the idea that the 

Christian is going to be raptured out of this time comes from the wishful thinking of men, and 

those who are masters of deception. How do we know that? I would submit to you that we 

know that by simply reading Revelation chapter 6 versus nine through 11: E1 

 

Rev 6:9  When he opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar  the souls of those who 
had been slain for the word of God and for the witness they had borne.   

Rev 6:10  They cried out with a loud voice, ñO Sovereign Lord, holy and true, how 
long before you will judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth?ò  

Rev 6:11  Then they were each given a white robe and told to rest a little longer, until 
the number of their fellow servants and their brothers  should be complete, who were 
to be killed as they themselves had been.  

 

Clearly, what we see here in Revelation chapter 6 verse 11, is that Yah’s people are still here on 

the earth at this time. There are still going to be more of Yah’s people who are going to be 

murdered for his namesake and the namesake of his only begotten Son. Let there be no mistake 

about it my friends, the body of our Messiah… the remnant of the house of Israel… will still be 

here on this earth. And I want to contrast this by jumping ahead to Revelation chapter 7 versus 

nine through 14: E2 

 

Rev 7:9  After this I looked, and behold, a great multitude that no one could number, 
from every nation , from all tribes and peoples and languages, standing before the 
throne and before the Lamb, clothed in white robes, with palm branches in their 
hands,  

Rev 7:10  and crying out with a loud voice, ñSalvation belongs to our God who sits on 
the throne, and to the Lamb!ò  

Rev 7:11  And all the angels were standing around the throne and around the eld ers 
and the four living creatures, and they fell on their faces before t he throne and 
worshiped God,  

Rev 7:12   saying, ñAmen! Blessing and glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and 
honor and power and might be to our God forever and ever! Amen.ò  

Rev 7:13  Then one of the elders addressed me, saying, ñWho are these, clothed in 
white robes, and from where have they come?ò  

Rev 7:14  I said to him, ñSir, you know.ò And he said to me, ñThese are the ones coming 
out of the great tribulation.  They have washed their robes and made them white in the 
blood of the Lamb.  

 

I want us to make note of who it is that is coming from every nation, and from all tribes and all 

people and languages that are clothed in white robes with Palm branches in their hands. Who is 

this multitude that no one can number that is from every nation and every tribe and people and

language? Who are these people that are standing before the throne and before the Lamb 

clothed in white robes with Palm branches in their hands? 

 

We’re told very clearly who they are in verse 14. These are the ones that are coming out of the 

what?... They are coming out of the great tribulation. 

 

Now, my friends I want to stop right here and I want to ask you what the book of Revelation 

says right here in Revelation chapter 7 verse 14 about Yah’s people coming out of the great 

tribulation? Does it not say and I quote, “that they are coming out of the great tribulation”? 

Does the Bible’s stutter? Is this an allusion? Is this symbolic… or is this to be taken literally? 

Because I would submit to you my friends that there is no reason for us to think for one second 

that Yah’s people are not going to be… coming out of the great tribulation. 

 

E1 getting back to Revelation chapter 6 verse nine, I want us to realize where the souls who had 

been slain for the word of God are located. Where are the souls that had been slain for the word 

of God that were given white robes and told to wait a little longer located? In Revelation 

chapter 6 verse nine we are told that the Saints are located and I quote, “under the altar”. And I 

want us to hold that thought for just a moment. These souls… these brethren… these brothers 

and sisters were “Under the altar”. Keeping that in mind I’d like us to turn to Leviticus chapter 

17 versus 11: (scrn 3) 

 

 
For the life of the flesh is in the blood. I want us to stop right here, and I want us to also make 

note of the fact that the life of the flash is in the blood. Keeping that in mind I’d like us to also 

turn to the book of Leviticus chapter 4 verse seven: (scrn 4) 
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When the sacrificial blood of the animal (which contained its life) was poured out… where was 

it poured out at? It was poured out the base of the altar. The life is in the blood, and the blood is 

poured out at the base of the altar. 

 

When animals were sacrificed as a representation of the atonement for our sin… that animals’ 

life was taken. That animal was forced to pass from life to death just as our Messiah pasted 

from life unto death. Just as we are all called to pass from this life unto death. All of us are 

washed clean through the blood of our Messiah. And where do we go from there? According to 

Scripture we are poured out at the base of the altar. The souls in Revelation chapter 6 being 

under the altar represent those who have been redeemed. Those who have conquered over evil, 

those who have stayed the course, those who did not shrink back, they represent those who have 

been found… worthy. 

 

Once again, I don’t think we have to go back and study the word “worthy”. But I will say this… 

if you have not been with us in our study into the previous chapters of the book of Revelation, 

and you do not understand what being “worthy” means according to Scripture… I would urge 

you to go back study with us from the beginning of the book of Revelation so that you might 

also know, and understand what it takes for a true God-fearing, Messiah following, cross 

bearing, Christian to be found… “Worthy”. 

 

Once again, we are called to follow our Messiah and to do as he did, and to walk as he walked, 

and to be obedient to his Father just as he was obedient to his Father just as he tells us in 

Matthew chapter 7 verse 21, which is indeed the very scriptural definition of the love of God 

found in first John chapter 5 verse three. (scrn 5) 
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Once again, just for our new listeners… you cannot read the book of Revelation or any of the 

66 books of the Bible as a stand-alone book. You must understand the Bible as a whole. You 

must understand the Scripture as being God breathed. You must understand the Torah, and the 

writings of the prophets, and the Psalms in order to understand any one of the 66 books found 

within the Canon of your Bible. You cannot just read one book alone and think in your human 

mind that you know something. Knowledge of the whole of Scripture is what brings true 

discernment. If you’re only interested in reading one book out of the 66 books of your Bible, 

you will never know the truth. You will never be blessed by reading the book of Revelation or 

any other book because you will not have studied in order to be able to show yourself approved. 

The whole book is required reading. 

 

For today’s modern-day professing Christian who loves to cherry pick this Scripture out of this 

book, and cherry pick that Scripture out of another book, and sew together their own 

philosophically driven theologies and dogmas… I would warn you… because I do care about 

you… that you are making a tectonically huge mistake. 

 

One of the reasons that I love the book of Revelation is because it proves this scriptural fact 

over, and over, and over again. We are constantly forced to go back into the Torah, and into the 

writings of the prophets, and into the Psalms in order to understand what is written in the book 

of Revelation. And as we’ve said so many times before… we now say again… you cannot read 

any one of the 66 books of your Bible as a stand-alone book without having knowledge of the 

other 65 books. They are all woven together. They all reveal the unfolding plan of the creator of 

the heavens and the earth, and the author of life itself. 

 

And so, we should not be surprised to find the brethren in Revelation chapter 6 being held under 
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the altar and given white robes and told that they have to wait a little longer until their brothers 

and sisters who are going to be murdered just like they were murdered, have finally come under 

the altar. Their blood also… will be poured out under the altar. And so too will yours and mine, 

as we are called to follow our Messiah down into the same grave that he went down into. 

 

E1 I’d also like to draw our attention to Revelation chapter 6 verse 10:  

 
Rev 6:10   They cried out with a loud voice, ñO Sovereign Lord, holy and true, how 
long before you will judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth?ò  

 

I want us to notice that phrase, “those who dwell on the earth”, which may also read in some 

translations as, “inhabitants of the earth”. This terminology, “those who dwell on the earth” or 

“inhabitants of the earth” we’re going to see over, and over, and over again in the book of 

Revelation. And I also want us to be able to make a clear distinction about who… “Those who 

dwell on the earth” are according to the book of Revelation. Let’s read a few examples of how 

the phrase “those who dwell on the earth” is used in the book of Revelation and who it points 

to. (scrn 6) 

 

 
 

As a general reference the phrase “those who dwell on the earth” represent a very distinct 

separation from Yah’s people. And to get an even better picture of what this phrase, “those who 

dwell on the earth” means, and who it points to, I’d like us to also jump ahead to the 13th 

chapter of the book of Revelation verses five through 12 (scrn 7) 
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Now, there are a couple of things that I want us to make note of here in this section of Scripture 

found in Revelation chapter 13. Number one is who it is that the phrase “all who dwell on the 

earth” represents. “All who dwell on the earth” will worship the beast according to Revelation 

chapter 13. 

 

Notice Revelation chapter 13 verse eight says that “all who dwell on the earth will worship the 

beast”, and it goes on to say “everyone whose name has not been written before the foundation 

of the worldé In the book of life of the Lamb who was slain.ò 

 

Now, I want us to think about this for just a moment. First of all, I think it’s evident that “all 

who dwell on the earth” is a reference to the seed of Satan and not Yah’s people. Second of all, I 

want us to pay attention to who will not worship the beast. It tells us that everyone whose name 

has not been written and I quote, “before the foundation of the worldé In the book of life of the 

Lamb who was slain.ò is not going to make it into his coming kingdom. Now… does this mean 

that we were preexistent before the foundation of the world? 

 

If our names had to be written in the book of life of the lamb… before the foundation of the 

world… then we too… must have been created before the foundation of the world. Once again, 

my friends… the realm of Heaven is not bound by space and time the way that we are here on 

this earth. Time has no constraints in that dimension where the heavenly realm exists.  

 

Take a close look at that Scripture. Because according to Revelation chapter 13 verse eight, 

those who dwell on the earth will worship the beast but… everybody whose name was written 

“before the foundation of the world”… In the book of life of the Lamb who was slain… will not 

worship the beast. And so… according to Revelation chapter 13 verse eight those who are not 
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going to worship the beast have already had their names written in the book of life before the 

foundation of the world. Remember… our Father can see all of time from the beginning of time 

to the end of time. There is no aspect of time that he cannot see. This is how he is able to 

prophecy the future in great detail.  

 

So the question then becomes… does this mean that we were preexistent? Let’s turn to the book 

of Ephesians chapter 1 versus three through six: (scrn 8) 

 

 
 

I cannot tell you how many times I have heard my brothers and sisters talking about our 

Messiah who saw the day of Abraham… or that our Messiah existed before the foundation of 

the earth, or that our Messiah was loved by the Father before the foundation of the earth, or that 

our Messiah was pre-ordained before the foundation of the earth. 

 

So where you… according to Scripture. And once again, as I have said before… our Messiah 

was indeed a man just like you and I. He was a flesh and bone man created before the 

foundation of the world just like you and I. Not says I… but says the Scripture. 

 

And so, the question then becomes what does it mean to be… “Before the foundation of the 

world”? That’s a question that you will have to ask in when you see him. But I would submit to 

you that the idea of our Messiah being preexistent before the foundation of the earth does not in 

any way, shape, or form justify the doctrine of the Trinity… or three co-equal God’s all equal in 

power, and Majesty, and authority. We must remember… that our Messiah was given all 

authority in heaven and on earth by his Father. And… just like our Messiah was given all 

authority in heaven and on earth… so too will those of us who are found worthy… be given the 

authority to rule and reign over the earth, and to even sit upon his throne with him. (scrn 9) 
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Moving forward… I want us to understand is that the term “those who dwell on the earth” 

generally applies to those who are not found worthy, and those who have chosen to worship the 

beast. 

 

E1 once again, as we examine Revelation chapter 6 verse 11, we see the Saints being given 

“white robes” which are a symbol of purity. If we go back and look at Revelation chapter 3 

verse five once again, he tells the assembly at Sardis that for those who conquer… they will be 

clothed in white garments. He also said the same thing to the assembly at Laodicea in chapter 3 

verse 18. In Revelation chapter 4 verse four, we see the 24 elders also clothed in white 

garments. In Revelation chapter 19 verse 14 we see that the “armies of heaven” are also arrayed 

in fine linen, white and pure, and are following him on white horses. And so, as we read through 

the book of Revelation, we can clearly see how important white garments are. They represent 

purity, and holiness, they’re used for the identification of those who are under the rule and reign 

of the Most-High Elohim of Israel and the creator of the heavens and the earth and all things 

seen and unseen. Those dressed in white have been elected, divided, and separated from… 

“those who dwell on the earth”.  

 

Something else that I would like to mention that you might like to study in your own time is 

what is said in the book of “Esdras”. The books of 1st and 2nd Esdras are known as part of the 

apocrypha or Deuterocanonical books, that used to be part of the King James version of the 

Bible until they were removed from the King James version of the Bible back in 1885, and 

that’s a whole different story that we won’t get into to here today but… if you read 2nd Esdras 

chapter 4 verses 35 through 37, you will find that according to Ezra (who was the high priest of 

Israel and was the author of the book of Ezra in your Bible) the Jewish high priests always 
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knew that God rules the world according to a predetermined time schedule, and… that the end 

awaits the death of a certain number of the righteous. And interestingly enough… you can also 

find that in first Enoch chapter 47 verse 4. And so, the Jews have known at least since the days 

of the High Priest Ezra… that the world as we know it would end at a specifically 

predetermined time, and that at the end of time a certain number of the righteous would indeed 

be put to death. And they knew this long before John penned the book of Revelation, and yet… 

still many Jews to this day refuse to believe in their own Messiah.  

 

And so, the Jews had known this for quite some time long before the book of Revelation is ever 

even written. E2 

 

Getting back to Revelation chapter 6, I’d like us to make note of what happened when the sixth 

seal was opened. According to Revelation chapter 6 verse 12, there was a great earthquake, and 

the sun became black as sackcloth and the moon became like blood, and the stars of the sky fell 

to the earth as a fig tree sheds its winter fruit when shaken by a Gale. 

 

An earthquake always represents divine visitation (scrn 9) 

 

 
 

We can also see the sun being turned to darkness and the moon being turned into blood 

prophesies in the book of Joel chapter 2 versus 28 through 32: (scrn 10) 
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And we can also find this being prophesied about by Peter in his Pentecost sermon in the book 

of Acts chapter 2 versus 19 through 21: (scrn 11) 

 

 
 

And so, once again the vision that was being given to John here in the book of Revelation was 

once again a duplicate vision that had been seen by prophets before him and of course we would 

not have known that had we not read the book from the beginning. And we can also see this 

again in Mark chapter 13 verses 25 through 26 but for the sake of redundancy I’ll let you look 

that up at your own leisure. E1 
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in Revelation chapter 6 verse 14 we can find that the sky vanished like a scroll that was being 

rolled up and every mountain and island was removed from its place. I would submit to you that 

a much more vivid picture of what will happen at that time can be found in the book of Isaiah 

chapter 34 versus one through five: (scrn 12) 

 

 
 

 

When we read the Scriptures in the book of Isaiah chapter 34, I want us to remember that 

according to the book of Revelation both the Father and the Son are going to return not just the 

Son, and not just the Father. And we’ve already studied that so if you’re not familiar with that 

scriptural fact, I would invite you to go back once again, to the beginning of our study into the 

book of Revelation because we’re not going to go back and rehash that for the sake of those 

who have already been through that particular teaching. But… I would like to interject the fact 

that Yah’s wrath is a theme that permeates New Testament theology. It has to do with both the 

present and the future, and the wrath of our Father in heaven has been prophesied all throughout 

the Old Testament as well in places like a Zephaniah chapter 1 versus 14 and 18. The book of 

Nahum chapter 1 verse six, the book of Malachi chapter 3 verse two, and all throughout the 

writings of the prophets Ezekiel, Daniel, Isaiah, Joel, Amos and on, and on, and on we see that 

the wrath of our Father in heaven is something that is woven all throughout his God breathed 

Scripture. 

 

What we’re reading about here in the book of Revelation is the culmination of the wrath of our 

Father and his only begotten Son who together, have done all that they possibly can in order to 

save each and every single solitary soul that would be saved. 

 

My friends, I want everybody within the sound of my voice to know and to understand how 
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important it is for today’s modern-day Christian to pick up their crosses and to follow our 

Messiah, and to understand that not the crossing of a “T” or the dotting of an “I” has passed 

from the law of the one true God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. Not says I… but says our 

blessed Messiah in his own red-letter words. And he tells us very clearly that not the dotting of 

an “I” or the crossing of a “T” will pass from his Father’s law until heaven and earth pass away 

and all things are completed. And as a modern-day Christian it is exponentially important that 

you understand that heaven and earth does not pass away, and all things are not completed until 

Revelation chapter 21 clear at the back of the book. 

 

And for those of you misguided brethren out there who believe that the law of our Father has all 

been nailed to a cross somewhere and done away with… I would like to invite you to our 

teaching this next Wednesday evening on chapter 12 of the book of Exodus where we will be 

studying the original Passover. Which by the way is the true scriptural anniversary of the death 

of our Messiah… not… “Good Friday”. 

 

This study into the Passover will prove to you beyond the shadow of a doubt who a true 

modern-day Christian really is, and why the law and the Torah, and the commandment, and the 

precepts, and the appointments, and the sabbaths of our Father are so important to those of us 

who truly love him. 

 

If you have been bound by the chains of today’s modern-day version of Christianity or any one 

of its over 50,000 different denominational empires… you need to join us next Wednesday 

evening at 7 PM Eastern standard time for our study into the Passover.  

 

Unless you are Catholic, you have no business celebrating the Catholic created “Good Friday” 

and ignoring the true scriptural anniversary of the death of your Messiah. I would invite you to 

come hear the truth again this next Wednesday evening at 7 PM Eastern standard time as we 

minister to the lost, and help them to truly understand the 12th chapter of the book of Exodus as 

it pertains to today’s modern-day Christian. You as a Christian should know that it is in the 

book of Exodus where our Father does indeed proclaim the end from the beginning. 

 

With all of that being said we will pick up in chapter 7 of the book of Revelation next week on 

our Father’s seventh day Sabbath at 11 AM Eastern standard time Saturday morning. Until 

then… I will once again ask that you please take what you’ve heard here today to your own 

prayer closet. Bow your head and bend your knee, and face the holy promise land of Jerusalem, 

and ask in the name of Yeshua Hamashiach if what you have heard here today be true… or not. 

 

Ask, seek, and knock and the door will be opened to you. And if you will do that… and if you 

will stay the course… you and I will indeed walk hand in hand through the Gates of his soon 

coming kingdom.
